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Web 2.0 Tools
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Web 2.0 can be defined as online multimedia designed for interaction, using highly accessible and scalable publishing techniques. 
What’s the difference?

Think of a road; Web 1.0, the old model, is a one-way street. Information comes to you, but you cannot interact with it. Web 2.0 is a two-way street, and the Internet becomes a tool for your needs.

Instructions:
Working with a partner, you are going to research two (2) Web 2.0 tools, one presentation tool and one organization or sharing tool. After researching and using the programs, you and your partners will be the experts on your programs and teach it to our class. 

You and your partner will present your programs to the class in 7-10 minutes. Be sure to include the following:

· A formal introduction and conclusion

· Explain the program’s purpose and why it is useful to your classmates

· Demonstrate how to use the program

· How can it be useful to students in this class?

· Be sure to engage your audience and get them involved in activities

Each presentation must be accompanied with some form of visual aid. You could use a video of your screen to show others how to use the program, a video of yourselves explaining the instructions, a handout, PowerPoint, Prezi, etc.. Be sure to make this document accessible for other students so they can easily refer back to it, and you, the expert, won’t have to answer the same question 30 times.
